Livestock Health Requirements 

Indiana does not require a “Certificate of  
Veterinary Inspection”.  Your animal, however, 
must not show any signs of contagious        
diseases.  
 

 Swine exhibitors must not bring any ani-
mals that are sick. Swine influenza is very 
contagious. 

 

 Sheep exhibitors must check for any skin 
diseases. These are very contagious and 
could be passed along to all other animals 
and exhibitors.  

 
The various livestock committees will be     
recording and checking animal identification 
to your enrollment form. This is part of the 
Livestock Premise Program.  
 
 
Dog, Cat and Horse & Pony exhibitors must 
have a completed certificate of vaccination in 
order to exhibit.
